1. Title of the Practice: Services to animal keeper at their doorstep 

2. Objectives of the Practice  

The food security to society is provided through agriculture however, nutritional 

security is provided through animal produce. However, animal keepers usually belong to 

lowest strata of the society and it is difficult for them to avail veterinary services 

conveniently. Thereby putting them in disadvantageous position. To increase productivity of 

animals and to uplift economic condition, it is essential that health of animals be maintained 

in optimum condition.  To achieve this objective, University carries out a clutch of activities 

to cater to the demand of these animal keepers. 

3. The Context  

Food producing animals provide economic welfare to animal keeper and act as ‘Any 

Time Money’. They can sell produce or they may sell the animal itself to generate resources 

for meeting demands of their household. Hence, it is essential that production and 

productivity of the animals be maintained optimally for higher returns to the animal keeper 

and improve his/ her economic condition. In rural setup, due of financial considerations, 

animal health is the first casualty. Further, treatment of animals is on a lower priority. Hence, 

as a measure of animal welfare and as a mode of extending health care facilities to animals, to 

improve the production, University carries out many activities to alleviate these sufferings of 

the animal and animal keeper. 

4. The Practice 

As part of community service programme, a variety of veterinary related activities were 

carried out in villages by the University.  University conducts focused extension activities 

like: 

1. Ambulatory Services  

2. Treatment camps  

3. Disease surveillance  

4. Awareness and training programmes  

These activities are carried out through University referral hospital in conjunction with 

clinical and paraclinical departments apart from extension directorate. Through these 

activities not only the economic burden on the farmer is reduced but also productivity and 

production of animals is enhanced. These efforts have exceptionally served the objectives and 

incidence of disease burden, especially communicable diseases, has declined. Through these 

activities University has provided services to farmers even in non-serviceable areas. 

Moreover, cases which cannot be brought to the clinics, like dystocia or where animal cannot 

travel have also been catered to. University stepped in efficiently and issued an advisory for 

the benefit of the farmers during Lumpy Skin Disease (LSD) epidemic afflicting cattle and  



 

 

buffaloes. Moreover a LSD diagnostic laboratory was established promptly and about 507 

samples from different corners of Uttar Pradesh were handled for diagnosis. These activities 

are carried out combining them with activities of outreach programmes of external funding 

agencies, RKVY and disease control progammes. To enhance the learning outcomes of the 

students, ambulatory programme has been included as a part of Veterinary Clinical Practice 

course during final year of Undergraduate programme. Mathura is house to a large number of 

Goshalas. Through these activities the veterinary as well as the animal husbandry 

requirements of these goshalas are also catered through. This activity not only provides 

benefit to the animal keeper but another non-tangential benefit of such programmes is 

training of students in rural conditions. The students providing treatment to the animals in 

actual working conditions also give them an understanding of their future conditions, thereby 

giving them actual hands-on experience with social impact. This also inculcates values of 

empathy for the animals, animal keeper and rural masses. 

5. Evidence of Success  

The success of such programmes cannot be gauged in terms of economic benefits, however, 

the benefit to the farmer in terms of saving the life of his/ her livestock, economic welfare of 

the animal keeper, training to the students, catering to the requirements of goshala are some 

tangible outcomes. One recent and major success story is control of Lumpy Skin Disease 

epidemic in cattle and buffaloes. The timely advisory issued for the benefit of the farmers and 

providing timely and efficient laboratory diagnostic services has helped the state to avert a 

major crisis.  

6. Problems Encountered and Resources required  

Major issues encountered in this endeavor has been  

1. Financial constraints  

2. Trained and dedicated human resource for carrying out this activity in more 

coordinated fashion. 

3. Greater involvement of line departments for providing timely information  
 

 

  



 

 

Activities carried out for benefit of farmers 

University provides a variety of services for the benefit of the farmers at their doorstep. These 

activities are not only carried out in adopted villages, but also on demand of farmers and 

other organizations. Broadly the activities are: 

1. Animal Ambulance Services: Ambulance with doctors and support staff is sent for 

treatment of cases in villages. Similarly, on demand the ambulance is sent for picking up the 

cases where specialized services are required to be provided at our hospital 

2. Treatment Camps: Special camps are organized for treatment of animals in villages. This is 

a regular feature, through which specialized services are provided to animal keeper at their 

doorstep. 

3.Disease Surveillance: Team of specialists are sent to villages for conducting surveys and 

sample collection from animals for surveillance of diseases. Through one of the flagship 

programmes- FMD control programme, the samples are collected from far off places. 

Similarly, specialized laboratories- LSD diagnostic laboratory has been developed and 

identified by ICAR for providing LSD diagnostic facility through RT-PCR testing  

4. Training/ Awareness campaigns: Team of doctors and support staff conduct regular 

campaigns in villages to create awareness about various diseases afflicting animals. These 

camps not only provide information about the diseases which can affect animals but also the 

diseases which have zoonotic importance like rabies thereby preventing spread of many 

diseases in human population.
